Steve Ander (Westown) carded 80 stableford points in the men’s 50-54
section, Joan Griffiths (Rangatira) 82 in the women’s 60-64 grade and Sue
Black (Hutt) 80 in the 55-59’s.

Overseas golfers to the fore were John Alderson (UK) plus Australians
Rosalyn Greer and Mary Walden who won silver medals plus German
Guenter Brueckler and Australians Norm Bremner, Katie Webber Colin
Steel, Margaret Costello and Diannne van Geuns who were third.
